ARTICLE VL

§ 24. [Commissioners to revise procedure.]—The legislature, at its first session after the adoption of this
Constitution, shall provide for the appointment of three commissioners, whose duty it shall be to revise, reform,
simplify, and abridge the rules of practice, pleadings, forms and proceedings of the courts of record of this state, and
to report thereon to the legislature, subject to their adoption and modification from time to time.

ARTICLE L.

§ 17. =ver the legislature, at its first session after the adoption of this Constitution, shall appoint three
commissioners, whose duty it shall be to reduce into a written and systematic code the whole body of the law of this
state, or so much and such parts thereof as to the said commissioners shall seem practicable and expedient.
